Grants for Research and Creative Activity in the Arts and Humanities

2007-2008 Request for Proposals

Grants of up to $10,000, $20,000, and $40,000 will be awarded by the Colleges of the Arts and Humanities to individual faculty members or small groups of faculty beginning new research or creative projects in the arts and humanities.  Individual applications will be eligible for up to $10,000, group applications within a single college will be eligible for up to $20,000, and group applications across the two colleges will be eligible for up to $40,000 in Arts & Humanities funds through this program.  New research proposals focused on book projects, exhibitions, performances, curricular projects, workshops, off-campus research, pedagogy, and interdisciplinary work are welcome, as well as any other projects that fall under the general heading of this program.  The tiered awards are intended to reward faculty who collaborate with others outside of their particular disciplines:  the wider the span between the disciplines, the greater the opportunities for funding. 
These awards are open to all faculty on all campuses in the two Colleges regardless of rank; assistant professors in the College of Humanities must have exhausted their Assistant Professor Research Funds before being able to apply.  Joint applications may be from groups of two or more faculty from any department in either college; faculty from colleges other than Arts & Humanities may also be included, but cannot receive a direct financial benefit from this program.  Those funded by this program in 2006-2007 are ineligible; recipients from 2005-2006 or before must have filed their final reports with their respective colleges before applying again.  Priority will be given to proposals for new projects that have the potential to make a significant contribution to the arts and humanities.  Applicants should carefully explain the expected impact of the project when completed, including (where relevant) the influence it will have on current scholarship, the size and composition of audience it will be delivered to, the prestige of the venue in which it will be performed, the influence on curriculum or teaching, and so on.

Funds may be used for the following:
· Materials, supplies and equipment (note that any items in this category purchased with grant money remain the property of Ohio State University)

· Travel for research, presentation, or performance

· Undergraduate or graduate student stipends, tuition, and fees

· Faculty teaching replacement cost ($6,000 per course)

Funds must be expended within 2 years from the date of the award and a final report will be due to the respective college of each principal investigator within 3 months from the end of the 2-year award period.  The final report should include a description of the objectives, success in completing the objectives, other accomplishments, impact to the relevant fields, and a detailed expenditure report.
